Medunarodni simpozij glazbenih pedagoga prvi je glazbenopedagoski
simpozij u Republici Hrvatskoj. Utemeljen je 2009. godine na pulskome
Odjelu za glazbu (danasnjoj Muzickoj akademiji u Puli) Sveucilista
Jurja Dobrile u Puli na inicijativu dr. sc. Sabine Vidulin. Na Simpoziju
se odrZavaju predavanja i prezentacije najnovijih strucnih i znanstvenih
dostignuca iz glazbene pedagogije te glazbenoga odgoja i obrazovanja,
kao i radionice, forumske grupe, interaktivne rasprave, koncerti,
predstavljanja knjiga i izlozbe. Zamisljen je kao mjesto razmjene glazbenih
i pedagogijskih teorijskih spoznaja, prikaza rezultata istraZivanja te ideja i
iskustava iz pedagoske prakse. Simpozij okuplja glazbene pedagoge Sirega
profila, znanstvenike i prakticare koji svojim istrazivanjima, inovacijama
i prijedlozima nastoje unaprijediti glazbenopedagosku teoriju i praksu.

Znanstveni je odbor sastavljen od uglednih struc¢njaka iz Austrije, Bosne i
Hercegovine, Crne Gore, Hrvatske, Italije, Irske, Litve, Madarske, Njemacke,
Poljske, Slovenije i Srbije. Ugledu i pozicioniranju Simpozija na europskoj
karti glazbene pedagogije doprinose i recenzenti, priznati znanstvenici iz
veé spomenutih, ali i drugih drzava (Bugarske, Cipra, Ce$ke, Rumunjske),
kao i partnerstva s medunarodnim udruzenjima i organizacijama poput
European Association for Music in Schools (EAS), Association Européenne
des Conservatoires (AEC) i Regionalne mreZe Psihologija i glazba (RNPaM).

Na sedam je simpozija sudjelovalo 305 izlagaca iz Hrvatske i inozemstva:
Austrije, Bosne i Hercegovine, Crne Gore, Engleske, Francuske, Irske,
Italije, Litve, Madarske, Makedonije, Meksika, Nizozemske, Njemacke,
Poljske, Portugala, Sjedinjenih Americkih Drzava, Slovenije i Srbije.

Uz pulsko utemeljenje i organizaciju Simpozija 2009., 2011., 2013., 2017. i
2021. godine, u procesu razvoja korisnim se pokazalo njegovo odrzavanje
na novim lokacijama: u Splitu 2015. godine (Umjetnicka akademija)
te u Osijeku 2019. godine (Fakultet za odgojne i obrazovne znanosti).

Svaki je dosadasnji simpozij bio popraéen zbornikom radova Glazbena
pedagogija u svjetlu sadasnjih i buducih promjena (Music Pedagogy in the
Context of Present and Future Changes) pa je dosad objavljeno sedam zbornika
indeksiranih u bazama RILM i EBSCO. U tim su zbornicima sa sedam simpozija
objavljena 203 znanstvena i strucna rada koji su se pokazali korisnima i
referentnimakakoistrazivac¢imakojise bave glazbenopedagoskimtemama, tako
i uCiteljima/nastavnicima. Pored zbornika, Sest je radova objavljeno i u casopisu
Zivoti$kola (vol. 64, br. 2). 1zdava¢ Zbornika radova s prvoga, drugoga, trecega,
petoga i sedmog simpozija bilo je Sveuciliste Jurja Dobrile u Puli (Muzicka
akademija u Puli), zbornik s ¢etvrtoga simpozija izdala je Umjetnicka akademija
Sveucilistau Splitu,azbornik sasestogasimpozijaobjavljenjeuizdanju Fakulteta
zaodgojneiobrazovne znanosti Sveucilista Josipa Jurja Strossmayera u Osijeku.

Simpozij kontinuirano prati suvremene mijene u odgoju i obrazovanju
u zemlji i svijetu, drzeci korak s potrebama sektora i prilagodavajuéi se
trziStu rada. Njegova je misija detektiranje i promocija novih trendova u
glazbenome odgoju i obrazovanju, usmjeravanje na interdisciplinarno i
multidisciplinarno promisljanje glazbe te upucivanje prakticara i znanstvenika
na novitete u struci. Iz mnogobrojnih je postignutih rezultata vidljivo da je
simpozij iznimno vazna platforma i pokretac promjena u nastavi glazbe u
zemlji i inozemstvu, kao i da je otvoren raznovrsnim potrebama sudionika.
Postsimpozijske suradnje, vedi broj novih zajednickih projekata, istraZivanja
i radovi proizaslih iz plodonosnih simpozijskih rasprava i diskusija, uvodenje
novih strategija i modela u Skolske kurikule, inoviranje nastavnoga procesa
kao rezultat edukacije ucitelja i nastavnika samo su neki od visestrukih
pokazatelja vaznosti i vrijednosti Simpozija. Sve to ukazuje na potrebu
njegova kontinuiranja s ciljem daljnjega napretka i poboljSanja glazbenoga
odgoja i obrazovanja na svim njegovim razinama i u svim njegovim oblicima.




International Symposium
of Music Pedagogues

The International Symposium of Music Pedagogues is the first music
pedagogy symposium held in the Republic of Croatia. Launched in 2009 at
the Academy of Music of the Juraj Dobrila University in Pula at the initiative
of Dr Sabina Vidulin. The symposium brings together music pedagogues
with broader expertise, researches and practitioners who seek to improve
music theory and practice through research, innovations and practical
proposals. It includes lectures and presentations of the latest professional
and scientific achievements in music education, workshops, forum groups,
interactive discussions, concerts, book presentations and exhibitions. It is
conceived as a place of exchange of musical and pedagogical knowledge,
presentation of research results, ideas and experiences from practice.

The Scientific Committee is composed of distinguished experts from
Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Germany, Hungary, Ireland,
Italy, Lithuania, Montenegro, Poland, Slovenia and Serbia. Renowned
reviewers from these and other countries (Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech
Republic, Romania), as well as partnerships with the European Association
for Music in Schools (EAS), the Association Européenne des Conservatoires
[Association of European Conservatoires] (AEC) and the Regional Network
of Psychology and Music (RNPaM) contribute to the reputation and
positioning of the Symposium on the European music pedagogy map.

The seven symposia were attended by 305 participants from Croatia
and abroad: Austria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, England, France, Germany,
Hungary, Italy, Ireland, Lithuania, Macedonia, Mexico, Montenegro, Poland,
Portugal, Slovenia, Serbia, the Netherlands and the United States of America.

In addition to the symposium headquarters in Pula hosting the 2009,
2011, 2013, 2017 and 2021 editions, the addition of new symposium
destinations, Splitin 2015 (Art Academy in Split) and Osijek in 2019 (Faculty
of Educational Sciences) has been very important in its development.

Each symposium has been accompanied by the Proceedings
Music Pedagogy in the Context of Present and Future Changes 1-7
indexed in the RILM and EBSCO databases. The series has been
prepared in accordance with the highest European standards.
Special attention is given to the quality of works so consequently we
emphasize that article published has undergone a rigorous review
process, and has received the categorization and the UDK number.

The Proceedings to nowadays encompass as many as 203 scientific
and professional papers, useful references for researchers dealing
with music pedagogy topics, as well as for teachers and students. In
addition to the Proceedings, six papers were published in the journal
“Zivot i $kola”, vol. 64, no. 2. The Proceedings of the first, second, third,
fith and seventh symposium were published by the University of
Juraj Dobrila in Pula (Academy of Music in Pula), the proceedings of
the fourth symposium were published by the Academy of Arts of the
University of Split, and the proceedings of the sixth symposium by the
Faculty of Education of the Josip Juraj Strossmayer University in Osijek.

The Symposium continuously observes contemporary changes in
education in the country and abroad, taking into consideration the needs
of the sector and adapting to the labor market. Its mission is to determine
new trends in music education, refer practitioners and scientists to the
actual situation, and promote interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary
in music education. The Symposium is an important platform and
generator of changes in music education that caters to the needs of
teachers and scientists, as testified by numerous post-symposium
collaborations, new joint projects, researches and papers resulting
from fruitful discussions and debates, introduction of new strategies
and models in school curricula and innovation of the teaching process.

The symposium has been and will continue to serve as a platform
for new contacts and cooperation between music pedagogues
from different countries, providing a significant base of practical
and long-life education, a place where common interests will
contribute to the improvement of music pedagogy in wider context.

Teaching Music Online
During the COVID-19 Pandemic

Nedavna alarmantna zdravstvena situacija povezana s boles¢u COVID-19
prisilila je nastavnike glazbe da primijene nastavne metode primjerene
nastavi nadaljinu. U ovome se radu analiziraju prakse i strategije koje koriste
nastavnici glazbe za online-predavanja na konzervatorijima u razlicitim
europskim zemljama i u SAD-u. Podaci iz eksplorativne kvalitativne studije
prikupljeni su primjenom polustrukturiranih intervjua koji su obuhvatili
znacajke kao Sto su oblikovanje kurikula, provedba nastave, evaluacija,
organizacija ispita i vjestine upravljanja vriemenom. Ispitanici su izvijestili
o svojim iskustvima poucavanja glazbene teorije i nastave instrumenata.
Analizomrezultatadobivenihinduktivnom metodomistaknulesusesljedece
kategorije: bolest COVID-19iglazbenaskola, tehnologija, planiranje kurikula,
vodenje nastave instrumentalne glazbe, ispiti, prednosti i ogranicenja.
Nastavnici su pokazali svoju sposobnost upravljanja tehnologijom i koristili
su vjestine kao Sto su fleksibilnost, rjeSavanje problema i kreativnost u
planiranju i programiranju nastave te u primjeni raznih racunalnih alata za
ucenje na daljinu. Takoder su revidirali nastavne aktivnosti, a strategije i
metode online-poucavanja povezali su s glazbenim instrumentima koji se
sviraju. Usto, tvrdili su da se online-poucavanje pokazalo kao vremenski
zahtjevno (npr. planiranje aktivnosti, priprema materijala i istraZivanje
novih moguénosti digitalnih alata) i da je nemogucnost odvajanja
posla od privatnoga Zivota bila stresna. S druge strane, nastavnici su
izvijestili da su postali organiziraniji u upravljanju svojim aktivnostima.
Internetske su platforme bile korisne za dijeljenje materijala, komunikaciju,
razmjenu poruka i vodenje evidencije o svim obavljenim poslovima.
Nastavnici su naucili sustavno koristiti videoisjeCke za modeliranje i
poucavanje. Bili su svjesni prednosti i ograni¢enja e-ucenja te su pozvali
na vecu institucionalnu podrsku i viSe moguénosti za profesionalni razvoj.

The recent COVID-19 health emergency has forced music teachers to adopt
remote teaching methods. The present paper analyzes the practices and
strategies used by conservatory-level music teachers to give lessons online
in different European countries and the USA. Data from an exploratory
qualitative study were collected using semi-structured interviews
covering aspects such as curriculum design, lesson implementation,
evaluation, examination organization, and time management skills.
Interviewees reported their experiences of teaching both music theory
and instrumental lessons. Findings analyzed using an inductive method
highlighted the following categories: COVID-19 and the music school,
technology, curriculum planning, managing instrumental lessons,
examinations, strengths, and limitations. Teachers demonstrated their
ability to manage technology, and they employed skills such as flexibility,
problem solving, and creativity in their curriculum planning and in using a
variety of remote learning tools. Teachers revised curricular activities and
online teaching strategies and methods were associated with the musical
instruments played. Teachers argued that online teaching was very time-
consuming (e.g. planning activities, preparing materials, and exploring
the new possibilities of technical tools) and that it was stressful to have
lost the separation necessary for a work-life balance. Teachers reported
becoming more organized in the management of their activities. Internet
platforms were useful for sharing material, communicating, exchanging
messages, and keeping records of all the work done. Teachers learnt to
systematically use video clips for modelling and teaching. They were aware
of the strengths and limitations of e-learning, and they called for more
institutional support and opportunities for professional development.

In view of the shortage of
qualified music teachers in Germany and numerous European countries,
we need to increase our efforts to develop strategies for a study and work
context that supports high job satisfaction in both students and teachers.
The presentation will refer to an unpublished study on stress management
of music teachers in two German states (Bavaria & North Rhine-Westphalia,
n =262) based on Rudow’s (1994) stress model for teachers and to recent
results of studies with music teacher students in Bavaria on their satisfaction
and visions of music teaching in school. Based on this, ideas for the diverse,
current challenges in this context are developed: Which aspects are stressful
for music teachers and students?; What seems relevant for a satisfied music
student and teacher life? and How can this quality also be strengthened
through further development of music teacher training (curriculum, etc.)?
